CHS - Chariho High School Play –Congratulations to the entire cast, crew and directors of the Chariho musical theatre performance of “Anastasia” which occurred this past weekend (May 9 and 10). This story followed a young woman traveling from Russia to Paris in search of her identity. It featured music by Stephen Flaherty, lyrics by Lynn Ahrens, and a book by Terrence McNally. According to district Humanities Specialist Dana Hall, “The additions include a full pit orchestra, along with historically informed costuming and visual design elements. The artistic director has provided both cast and stage crew with expanded opportunities for authentic performance experiences.” Artistic Director Rebecca Burns noted that the production’s musically complex score presented a meaningful challenge for student performers, requiring both technical precision and expressive storytelling. Ms. Hall also offered words of praise and exuded her Chariho pride and gratitude for all the cast and crew members as they gave outstanding performances. She stated, “Many of these kids never even had one dance lesson, yet they managed to master a Russian Waltz! They are simply amazing, and this play is comparable to seeing a play at Trinity!”

CMS - Library Media Specialist Olivia McCullough, was awarded the 2026 School Librarians of Rhode Island (SLRI) Mini-Grant Award for her proposed Indigenous Regions & Tribes collection update. The SLRI Mini-Grant is awarded to a SLRI member librarian to make possible a future project that seeks to support student learning, improve a school library collection or program, and enhance the library and/or subject area curriculum. Ms. McCullough's Mini-Grant proposal to modernize the library’s collection about Indigenous Regions & Tribes supports the 5th-grade Social Studies curriculum. Her project focuses on an essential inquiry into how indigenous tribes across North America adapted to their environments for food, clothing, and shelter. The SLRI grant would fund the purchase of 12 new titles from Permabound, covering specific tribes, including the Comanche, Inuit, and Iroquois, with publication dates ranging from 2018-2026. The updated collection is scheduled for implementation in October 2026, ensuring students have access to accurate, engaging information for their research projects.

CMS - STEM Teacher Erin Rooney and Unified Arts Content Leader Michelle Brittain, who were awarded a Burns & McDonnell STEM Grant. This $5,000 grant will fund updates to the STEM classrooms at CMS, including a new sink, which will benefit CMS's hydroponics.
